Youth Exchange - Special Moments

In August of 2007, Judy's nephew, Takeshi Kekahi, requested hosting by the same Lion's family. In August,
2007, Lion Leigh was reunited with his student Judy, of 1982, when she surprised her nephew by bringing
her mother, and flying to Calgary to meet her nephew and Lion Leigh, a member of the Bearspaw Lions
Club. This reunion brought together THREE generations of Youth Exchange to our program, thanks to Lion
Leigh Blackwell; Judy's mother, who hosted YE in Japan, Judy, and Takeshi, both Japanese Youth Exchange
participants!

Lions Don and Sylvia Zuber, of the Calgary Heritage Lions Club, had the fortune of seeing three of their
grandchildren participate in Youth Exchange. Cameron Zuber traveled to Finland, because of his interest in
blacksmithing and the history of that vocation through the Vikings. As a result of his interest, his talent, and
his skill in the smithing arts, Cameron was invited to participate and to "teach" a course at one of the Finnish
colleges, as part of his Youth Exchange program. Congratulations to Cameron and his proud grandparents!

The Calgary North Hill Lions Club sponsored a young lady to the Waterton Leadership Camp. At the camp,
she experienced a very unigue experience, and in her telling of that experience brought her fellow campers to
tears........... you see, she had been a street child, surviving in a manner that only street children can
appreciate; sleeping in parks, doing drugs, selling herself, and living moment to moment....... She had been
parolled to Ranch 118, for wayward youth, when someone sponsored her to camp. Through her Youth
Exchange experience, she was accepted as an individual for who she was - for her potential - not for what she
had been. She is living and contributing, as a valuable member of her community. In recent years, she
submitted a letter to the Cabinet of District 37-O to express her appreciation for the change in the direction of
her life........ Youth Exchange does not end with the exchange....... It has a lifelong, lasting impact on the
lives of our young people.

In 1993, I hosted my first International Exchange student - Maki, a seventeen year-old girl from Japan. She
came, with her broken English, and high aspirations of becoming a mathematics student at Keio University,

in Tokyo. During the next several years | corresponded with Maki and followed her progress through
University to become the first woman ever to graduate with a Master's degree in the Mathematics Program,
with Honours, from Keio University. Maki went on to marry, sending beautiful photos, and then to have two
young children, both boys. She and her husband then traveled to California, where they were Visiting

Student professors at the San Francisco University, in California. In June of 2010, Maki emailed me to tell

me she would be traveling to the Banff School of Fine Arts as a guest speaker, speaking on Quantum theories
of Mathematics to groups of visiting professors. She returned to Okotoks, for dinner, and in March of 2011,
after the tragic events of the Japanese earthquakes, detailed her agonizing efforts to locate her children at

their daycare, after the quakes. "As you know, we had a big earthquake on March 11. That day, | was o
and | lost thewvay to go home.
