5. Installation of Cabinet Officers – PIP Judge Brian Stevenson duly installed all the members of District 37-0 Cabinet for 2011/12.

6. Transfer of Banners – The President of the Bowness Lions Club turned the District Governor’s Banner over to the 1st VP of the Calgary Filipino Lions Club.
7. Agenda – PDG Gordon Prusky moved that the agenda be accepted as amended.  Seconded by PDG Bernie Gribben.  CARRIED.

9. Finance –

(a) Treasurer Fran Prettegiani submitted her report.

(b) Budget – PDG Gordon Prusky moved that the budget be accepted as presented.  Seconded by 2nd VDG Bill Baux.  CARRIED.  Copy attached.
10. Business arising out of last meeting.

(a) District Constitution – 2nd VDG Bill Baux presented the Constitution as set out by Lions International and feels we should follow the Rules of Procedure as set out in the back.  He made that a motion which was seconded by Lion Jack Busst.  With the discussion that followed PDG Gordon Prusky introduced a more condensed version.  Lion Malcolm Macleod moved that we table the above motion to the November Cabinet Meeting to give the Cabinet Members a chance to peruse both.  Seconded by Lion Anne Kennedy.  CARRIED
(b) District Directories – 2nd VDG Bill Baux advised that all the directories have been handed out to the Zone Chairpersons to deliver to their respective clubs.  Bill’s have been submitted to the Clubs that have not paid for their directories or advertisement.

(c) Use of Surplus Convention Funds – PDG Malcolm Macleod feels that the surplus should be capped at $5,000.00.  This will require a constitutional change.  There was much discussion as to how to use the rest of the approx. $25,000.00.  He will present a proposal to the November Cabinet meeting.  If you have any ideas, pass them onto Lion Malcolm.
(d) Membership – It was impressed upon the Zone Chairpersons that they ensure the clubs get their reports submitted in a timely fashion.

11. IPDG’s Report – Lion John Goodrich’s report consisted of presenting Past International Presidents Sid Scrugg’s Letter of Commendation to 1st VDG Bruce and Lion Jack Busst.

12. 1st VDG Report has been electronically submitted.

13. 2nd VDG Report has been electronically submitted.

14. DG Rose submitted her report verbally.  She will submit same electronically.

15. Zone Chairperson’s reports.  Lion Brent Macleod of Zone 3C was the only one actually able to have a Zone Meeting thus far.  The others have been in contact with some of their clubs and dates for some meetings have been arranged.

16. Committee Reports –

(a) GMT - IPDG John Goodrich reminded all the Zone Chairpersons of the day of training on Saturday August 27 at the Winston Heights Community Centre from 10 AM to 4:30 PM.  A personal invitation will be sent to each Zone Chairperson immediately.
(b) GLT – Lion Jack Busst wishes the Zone Chairpersons to look at having some of the Clubs in their Zones complete the Club Excellence Process.  There will be recertification done for the Guiding Lions in the District as many are expired.  He also reported on the Regional Lions Leadership Institute being held in Gold Creek, Montana from 20-23 OCT 2011.  Meals and accommodations are supplied.  Registration and travel are the responsibility of the individual.  There are spots for 10 from our District.  It is suggested that the Zone Chairpersons try to attend.

PDG Gordon Prusky moved that the District pay the $100.00 registration fee plus pay $100.00 for the use of their vehicle to get there.(Suggested travel with some one else if possible)  Seconded by Lion Jack Busst.  CARRIED.  Applications are to be submitted with registration fee to Mary Kay Flanagan, MD GLT Leader.

(c) Convention – PDG Margaret Young reported that things are in the works.  Registration fee is $60.00 which included lunch and dinner on Saturday.  Registration forms were in the last newsletter and will be in each one until the convention.  There will be a companion’s program.  The next meeting will be August 30th at the CNIB building.
(d) Lions Sight Centre – Lion Al Heater handed in his report at the end of the meeting.  It will be scanned and sent to Lion Jim McPherson for the web.

(e) Health and wellness – Lion Les Aasen also handed in his report after the meeting.  It will be scanned as well.

19.  New Business –

        (a)  CNIB Request -  Terry Bueler and Pam Swan of the CNIB made a proposal for the rebuilding of the CNIB’S Fragrant Garden Gazebo Rest Area/Legacy Tile Project which was originally constructed in 1999.  Time & the Elements have eroded the pathways and area.  CNIB was looking for the District to fund the rebuilding etc.  As we are not in a position to donate money to the project, the CNIB has permission to contact the individual lions clubs for funding.
        (b) Lions Village – Lion Otto Silzer of The Lions Club of Calgary talked on the Lions Village, a 90 suite 4 story complex providing Affordable Housing for Seniors and Persons with Disabilities etc.  They have started construction and presently need to raise $5.2 million.  The Lions Club of Calgary request the Cabinet approve the project referred to as the LIONS VILLAGE as a District Project.  2nd VDG Bill Baux moved we approve the project.  Seconded by Lion Dennis Stevenson.  CARRIED
               Calgary Lions Housing Society – Lion Otto also requested that the Cabinet approve the CALGARY LIONS HOUSING SOCIETY be approved as a District Project.  PDG Bernie Gribben moved that we approve the Society.  Seconded by PDG Malcolm Macleod.  CARRIED

(c) TREES – 1st VDG Bruce presented the attached letter titled Tree Canada Trees in response to IP Tam’s goal of planting $1,000,000 trees this year.  Lion Brent Macleod reported on the meeting with the City of Calgary Parks Department about planting trees.  They are willing to plant 100 spruce trees with a 1 & 1/2 inch trunk in the city parks for $50,000.00.  These trees would be planted and cared for by the city.  There is no commitment by the Lions to go ahead with any city proposal to plant trees.  Lion Brent is awaiting a further report from the city.

There was no action or proposal from the Cabinet about trees.
