Zone 3B Meeting 13 FEB 11 Standard, AB
There has been only one Zone Chairperson out of Zone 3B over the past 5 years and that was Art Hudson from Rosebud in 2008/09.  If no Zone Chairperson comes forward out of the 6 clubs in Zone 3B then the District Governor has to look for one from another Club and then has to re-adjust the according Zones.  If one can not be found from another Club, then the 1st Vice District Governor has to be Zone Chairperson. That puts an extra burden on the 1st VDG.
There are many good Lions in 3B and there should be no reason why a Zone Chairperson can not be found from your Clubs.  There is a Zone Chairperson Summary in your packets that shows the number of Zone Chairpersons from the Various Clubs and Cluny has only had one and my records do not go back past 1978 to tell me who or when it was.
There was a time in the past when the clubs would supply a Zone Chairperson on a rotation basis and that apparently worked well.  Each Club has been supplied with a Zone Chairperson Booklet that shows the Qualifications and Duties of the Position.  The duties as printed in the booklet are a guide, and I do not know of many Zone Chairpersons who follow them to the letter of the law.

It would be nice to have a Zone Chairperson from one Club and an assistant from another club to take over the following year and so on.  

I would ask that you go back to your clubs and bring the matter to your board meetings or club meetings and discussion the situation and see if someone can be found.
